As a Knights of Columbus Representative for the past 16 years I have made it my mission to learn as much as I can about the financial world. I has always been my goal to  turn my education into a benefit for our members and their families. We live in a time where it is more difficult than ever to try and “predict” what the future holds for our 401Ks, IRAs, and other savings. Even the financial “gurus” have generally done a fairly poor job of predicting our current financial crisis. One of my favorite pastimes is to compare stock market and equities predictions of 10 years ago to reality today. It's mostly laughable!

I recently read a very interesting report from the Feds. Real stock prices will likely decline until 2021, to about 13

percent below the 2010 levels and will not return to their 2010 levels until 2027, according to the

researchers' model, based on historical patterns..... From there, they said, stocks should rise to about 20

percent higher than 2010 levels by 2030.

Wow! Basically what they're saying is that things are not looking good for the stock market over the next 20 years. An average of 1% per year! When are you planning to retire? Maybe it's time to take a look at the investment options with the Knights!
